Ms. Amanda Rasmussen, Chairwoman at AmCham Vietnam, has shared: “We 

believe the call for blood donation is of utmost importance, which is carried out 

by many organizations around the world, including in Vietnam.  AmCham 

Vietnam has been actively engaged for the past 9 years in efforts to organize 

blood donation centers to collect a safe supply of blood for patients who need it 

for treatment, including life-saving situations.  This year, AmCham is honored 

to partner with the British Business Group Vietnam and Blood Transfusion and 

Hematology Hospital to expand our program to 9 locations around Ho Chi Minh 

City over 10 days from June 10 to June 20.  We are pleased to have the support 

of the businesses this year hosting these donation centers (which includes 

many AmCham members).  It is efforts of the business community, including of 

our partners and members, that gives AmCham great pride in helping supply 

safe blood to those in need, which contributes to a stronger community and 

health in Vietnam.” 

 
World Blood Donor Day is one of the activities that WHO carries out globally to raise 

awareness of the need for safe blood and blood products and to thank voluntary 

unpaid blood donors who save lives everyday. 2019 marks the 16th anniversary of 

countries worldwide cooperating to organize this meaningful activity. With the theme 

of this year’s campaign is: “Blood donation and universal access to safe blood 
transfusion are components of achieving universal health coverage” and the 

second message: “Safe blood for all”, World Blood Donor Day 2019 want to raise 

awareness of the universal need for safe blood in the delivery of health care and the 

crucial roles that voluntary donations play in achieving the goal of universal health 

coverage.  The theme strongly encourages more people all over the world to become 

blood donors and donate blood regularly – actions which are key to building a strong 

foundation of sustainable national blood supplies. 
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Although the need for blood and blood products is universal, there is a marked 

difference in the level of access to safe blood and blood products across and within 

countries. In many countries, blood services face the additional challenge of making 

sufficient blood and blood products available, while also ensuring its quality and safety. 

In fact, all donated blood should always be screened for HIV, hepatitis B, hepatitis C 

and syphilis prior to transfusion. Yet 35 countries are not able to screen all donated 

blood for one or more of these infections. Testing is not reliable in many countries 

because of irregular supply of test kits, staff shortages, poor quality test kits, or lack of 

basic quality in laboratories.  

 

Meanwhile, the adequate and reliable supply of safe blood can only be assured 

through a stable base of regular, voluntary, unpaid blood donors. They are the safest 

group of donors because the prevalence of bloodborne infections is lowest among 

them. WHO urges countries to develop national blood systems based on voluntary, 

unpaid blood donations to achieve the goal of self-sufficiency in safe blood and blood 

products. 

 

The first donation phase in January, Tet Holiday 2019 has kicked off the 9th 

anniversary of AmCham’s World Blood Donor Days successfully when attracting 123 

volunteers and collected 147 blood units to adapt the significant increase of blood 

demand. In June, managers, office workers and students of many different companies 

and universities register to donate blood. Moreover, the Program’s Fanpage at 

http://www.facebook.com/AmChamWBDD is used to connect the volunteers from the 

donation phases and spread out the spirit of blood donation. 

 

Currently, in our country, voluntary blood donation activities account for 98% of the 

received blood (Source: TTXVN 5/4). It can be seen that the importance of voluntary 

blood donation in our country is immense. However, according to summarized 

statistics, for every 100 Vietnamese people, only one volunteer to donate blood, while 

in order to achieve the appropriate supply of safe blood, the required rate should be

2%. Therefore, we at AmCham Vietnam have called for more volunteers, families, 

colleagues, and friends to join this year. From 2011 up to now, the event gradually 

becomes the ordinary day for AmCham members to donate blood. In 2019, the 

program also received many interests and frequent supports from enterprises such as 

Coca-Cola Vietnam, Liberty Insurance Limited, SANOFI-aventis Vietnam, Victoria 

Healthcare International Clinics, Terumo  BCT Vietnam, Nike Vietnam, Saigon

Ngày Thế Giới Tôn Vinh Người Hiến Máu Tình Nguyện là một trong những hoạt 

động được Tổ chức Y tế Thế giới phát động trên toàn cầu nhằm nâng cao nhận thức 

của cộng đồng về nhu cầu của nguồn máu an toàn và tôn vinh những người hiến máu 

tình nguyện. Năm 2019 là kỷ niệm 16 năm các quốc gia trên thế giới chung tay tổ 

chức hoạt động ý nghĩa này. Với chủ đề: “Hiến máu và phổ cập nội dung về truyền 
máu an toàn, hướng tới mục tiêu bảo vệ sức khoẻ toàn cầu” và thông điệp: “Máu 
an toàn cho mọi người”, Ngày Thế Giới Tôn Vinh Người Hiến Máu 2019 mong muốn 

nâng cao nhận thức về nhu cầu về lượng máu an toàn toàn cầu trong vấn đề chăm 

sóc sức khoẻ và vai trò quan trọng của hiến máu tình nguyện trong việc hoàn thành 

mục tiêu bảo vệ sức khoẻ toàn cầu. Chủ đề năm nay cũng nhằm kêu gọi, khuyến 

khích thêm nhiều người trên khắp thế giới hãy tham gia hiến máu thường xuyên và 

tự nguyện để có thể xây dựng một nền móng vững chắc cho hệ thống máu dữ trữ 

quốc gia. 

 

Có thể thấy, nhu cầu về máu có tính toàn cầu, thế nhưng lại có sự chênh lệch rõ rệt 

về khả năng tiếp cận với nguồn máu an toàn giữa các quốc gia với nhau và thậm chí, 

giữa các vùng trong cùng một nước. Ở nhiều quốc gia, các dịch vụ liên quan đến vấn 

đề máu thường phải đối mặt với thách thức là làm sao có thể cung cấp đủ lượng máu 

cần thiết mà đồng thời vẫn phải đảm bảo được chất lượng và sự an toàn. Trên thực 
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tế, tất cả lượng máu được hiến phải được xét nghiệm miễn nhiễm đối với các bệnh 

như HIV, viêm gan B, viêm gan C và giang mai trước khi đem ra sử dụng để truyền 

máu. Tuy nhiên, có tới 35 quốc gia chưa đủ khả năng để tiến hành kiểm ra, sàng lọc 

đối với một hoặc các bệnh nhiễm trùng nêu trên. Nguyên nhân dẫn tới việc xét nghiệm 

chưa đủ tin cậy ở nhiều quốc gia là do thiếu nguồn cung cấp định kì các thiết bị kiểm 

ra, thiếu nhân sự, dụng cụ kiểm tra có chất lượng kém hoặc phòng xét nghiệm không 

đáp ứng tiêu chuẩn chất lượng cơ bản. 

 

Mặt khác, để có thể đảm bảo được nguồn máu dự trữ an toàn và đáng tin cậy, chỉ có 

thể dựa vào một nguồn ổn định những tình nguyện viên thường xuyên và tự nguyện. 

Đây là nhóm người hiến máu an toàn nhất bởi vì theo kiểm chứng tỷ lệ nhiễm trung 

máu của nhóm này là thấp nhất. WHO kêu gọi các nước phát triển hệ thống máu dự 

trữ quốc gia dựa trên việc hiến máu tình nguyện để đạt được mục tiêu tự cấp nguồn 

máu an toàn. 

 

Đợt hiến máu dịp Tết Nguyên Đán 2019 vào tháng 1 đã mở đầu thành công cho 

chương trình năm nay khi thu hút được 123 người hiến máu với 147 đơn vị máu được 

tiếp nhận nhằm đáp ứng nhu cầu máu tăng đột biến trong dịp Tết. Đến với đợt hè 

tháng 6 này, lãnh đạo, nhân viên và đông đảo sinh viên của rất nhiều công ty và trường 

đại học đã đăng ký tham gia hiến máu với chương trình. Bên cạnh đó, trang fanpage 

của Chương trình tại địa chỉ http://www.facebook.com/AmChamWBDD tiếp tục hoạt 

động với vai trò là cầu nối cho tình nguyện viên từ các đợt hiến máu tình nguyện và 

lan tỏa tinh thần hiến máu tình nguyện. 

 

Hiện tại, ở nước ta, hoạt động hiến máu tình nguyện chiếm 98% lượng máu tiếp nhận. 

Có thể thấy, tầm quan trọng của hiến máu tình nguyện tại nước ta là vô cùng lớn. Tuy 

nhiên, theo một thống kê khác, cứ 100 người Việt Nam thì chỉ có 1 người tình nguyện 

hiến máu, trong khi để đạt được an toàn dự trữ máu, tỷ lệ cần thiết phải là 2%. Vì vậy, 

AmCham Việt Nam luôn cố gắng kêu gọi thêm nhiều tình nguyện viên cũng như gia 

đình, đồng nghiệp và bạn bè của họ tích cực tham gia hiến máu năm nay. Từ năm
