Nhirng phat hién chinh tir cudc khao sat bao gom:

e Mai Lo Ngai Lan Réng Trong Nhiéu Nganh: 81% Ngudi Tham Gia Khao Sat Bay Té Quan Ngai
Vé& Kha Nang Ap Thué. Méi lo ngai nay dac biét rd rét trong linh vuc san xuét, véi 92% doanh
nghiép trong nganh bay té quan ngai. Két qua khao sat khéng ghi nhan sw khac biét dang ké nao
dwa trén quy mé doanh nghiép. Nhiéu doanh nghiép lo s¢ rang chi phi gia tdng do thué quan cé
thé lam gian doan chudi cung &ng va budc ho phai xem xét lai md hinh hoat dong.

e Tac Dong Tiéu Cwc Pén Hoat Pong Kinh Doanh: Hon 75% doanh nghiép tin réng viéc ap thué
sé anh hwéng tiéu cwc dén hoat ddng ctia ho, dan dén ap lwc tai chinh va thu hep co hoi tiép can
thi trvdng. 94% doanh nghiép trong linh virc san xuét dy bao sé chiju tac dodng tiéu cwec. Mot dai
dién khac tir Iinh ve san xuét ciing bay té quan ngai twong tw: “Néu cac mirc thué nay dwoc ap
dung, day sé 1a mot bwée thut IUi I6n dbi véi nganh cla ching téi.

cat gidm nhan sw néu thué quan dwoc ap dung, trong khi 25% khang dinh s& khéng cat giam. Dac
biét, gan hai phan ba doanh nghiép trong linh virc san xuéat dy bao kha ndng cat gidm nhan sw.

e Tac Dong Kinh Té Réng Lén: Hon 85% doanh nghiép tin rang thué quan sé gay anh hwéng tiéu
cwc dén nén kinh té Viét Nam, va hon 65% cho réng nén kinh t& My ciing sé chiu tac déng xAu.
hiéu doanh nghiép tham gia khao sat nhan dinh rang thué quan cé thé lam gidm khdi lwong thwong
mai, gian doan quan hé hop tac kinh doanh dai han, va dan dén gia ca gia tang dbi véi ngudi tiéu
dung My.
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e Can Nhac DPa Dang Héa Thi Trwong: 41% doanh nghiép tham gia khao sat dang xem xét da
dang héa hoat dong kinh doanh khai thj trwérng M§. Xu hwéng nay co thé khién cac cong ty chuyén
hwdng xuét khdu sang nhirng thi trworng khac hodc diéu chinh chudi cung (rng nhdm giam sw phu
thudc vao My. Mot doanh nghiép nhan dinh: “Viét Nam da nd lwc rat nhiéu dé khang dinh vi thé
cta minh trong thwong mai toan cau, va cac doanh nghiép sé tim kiém thj trwérng thay thé néu can
thiet.”

e Niém Tin Van Virng Vang Vao Viét Nam: Mac du c6 nhirng lo ngai, 94% doanh nghiép tham gia
khao sat va 98% doanh nghiép trong Iinh vwc san xuat van tin twéng rang Viét Nam la mét noi tét
dé kinh doanh, nh& vao co sé ha tAng ngay cang phat trién, lwc lwong lao dong tay nghé cao va
vi tri chién lwoc cta quéc gia.

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AMCHAM SURVEY REVEALS STRONG CONCERNS AMONG MEMBERS REGARDING POTENTIAL
TARIFFS ON VIETNAMESE GOODS

Ho Chi Minh City, [14 February 2025] — The American Chamber of Commerce in Vietnam in Ho Chi Minh
City (AmCham) released the results of a snap survey conducted among its members, revealing significant
concerns about the potential impact of tariffs on goods from Vietnam. The survey, conducted from
February 4-11, 2025, gathered insights from over a hundred member companies and provides a timely
assessment of business sentiment on this critical issue. “The survey results clearly indicate the significant
anxieties felt by American businesses operating in Vietnam regarding potential tariffs. The concerns from
our members range from operational disruptions and financial strain to potential job losses and broader
economic repercussions,” remarked Mr. Travis Mitchell, AmCham Executive Director.

Key findings from the survey include:

¢ Widespread Concern Across Industries: 81% of respondents expressed concern about
potential tariffs. This sentiment is particularly strong within the manufacturing sector (92%
concerned). No significant differences in results were observed based on company size. Many
businesses fear that increased costs due to tariffs could disrupt supply chains and force them to
rethink their operations. “If these tariffs go through, it will be a major setback for our industry. We
rely heavily on exports to the U.S., and additional costs will mean reduced competitiveness,” said
one respondent from the manufacturing sector.

¢ Negative Impact on Operations: Over 75% of businesses believe tariffs would negatively impact
their operations, leading to financial strain and reduced market access. 94% of manufacturers
anticipate negative consequences. Another manufacturing sector respondent echoed this
sentiment, stating, “If these tariffs go through, it will be a major setback for our industry. We rely
heavily on exports to the U.S., and additional costs will mean reduced competitiveness.”

e Potential Layoffs: 46% of respondents indicated they might be forced to cut staff if tariffs are
implemented, while 25% said they would not. Among manufacturers, nearly two-thirds foresee
potential layoffs.

e Broader Economic Impact: Over 85% of businesses believe tariffs would harm Vietnam’s
economy, and more than 65% believe they would negatively impact the U.S. economy. Many
respondents argue that tariffs would reduce trade volume, disrupt long-term business partnerships,
and lead to price increases for American consumers.

o Diversification Considerations: 41% of respondents are considering diversifying their business
away from the U.S. market. This shift could see companies redirecting exports to other markets or
adjusting supply chains to reduce their reliance on the U.S. “Vietham has worked hard to establish
itself as a key player in global trade, and businesses will find alternative markets if necessary,” one
respondent stated.
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o Continued Confidence in Vietnam: Despite concerns, 94% of respondents, and 98% of
manufacturers, believe Vietham remains a good place to do business, citing its growing
infrastructure, skilled workforce, and strategic location.

AmCham urges policymakers to engage in constructive dialogue to find solutions that support continued
economic growth and avoid trade disruptions. “Strong trade relations between the U.S. and Vietnam
benefit both nations,” Mr. Mitchell added. “We believe that open communication and collaborative efforts
are essential to preserving this vital partnership.”
